Abstract

"Michinoku Shinrokuden” is an archives project of Tohoku University, with wide support
from various groups such as content owners and ad agencies in Japan. It was launched after
the 2011 Great East Japan Earthquake. Michinoku Shinrokuden means "Record of the
Michinoku Earthquake" and refers to the region most affected by the disaster. The project is
compiling archives and developing an archival system to document the Great East Japan
Earthquake and its aftermath. It will collect and preserve Japan Earthquake and its
aftermath. It will collect and preserve information, recollections, observations, and case
studies centering on the March 11 events and make them available to people in other regions
and to future generations. The project also aims to foster research on disaster prevention and
mitigation and to promote measures to prevent disasters and to reduce their impact

throughout Japan.
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
