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The Way of Introduction and Use of the ""Binet Intelligence Scale"
on Teijiro Kawada's "Educational Therapy"
for Individuals with Mental Retardation

In 1919, Teijiro Kawada founded the Fujikura Home and School for the feeble-minded
children. He stayed in Uniled States of America front 1916 to 1918 in order to study the
educalion and treatment in the institution for the feeble-minded children. From 1916 to 1917,
he stayed at the Training School at Vineland, New Jersey which was the institution [or the fee-
ble-minded children and Henry Herbert Goddard, a psychologist nation-widely famous for
"The Kallikak Familly", was the chief of the research depariment. Kawada studied the "Bi-
net intelligence scale” and the diagnosis and classification of the feeble-minded by the menial
age or the intelligence quotient. He published a paper about the classification of the fee-
ble-minded by (he mental age or the intelligence quotient at the "Jide Kenkyu"journal in 1917,
but he did not use it until the Fujikara Home and School was established. When the Fujikura
Home and School began, he examined the children into diagnosis and classification of the
feeble-minded, He systematized his "Educalional Therapy" as the method for the fee-
ble-minded, so the classification of the feeble-minded was indispensable to il. Moreover, he
practiced "Shin-ren" in order to understand the intellectual abilitics of children who were di-
agnosed as the feeble-minded.
