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Summary

How has a Nonverbal Preschooler

Learned to Speak?

A program was implemented to increase the vocal verbal behavior of a nonverbal
preschooler with “disorder of auditory expressive language”. The program was based on the
Sidman stimulus equivalence paradigm and was particularly focused on unestablished
equivalence relations using anagram naming.

After the training, anagram naming of familiar words was almost established and then
verbalization began. Possibly establishing anagram naming would have increased the potential
to utter and then caused the vocal verbal behavior.

The attainments would be brought by the follwing foundations.

(1) Increasing ability to compose and decompose auditory as well as visual stimuli.
(2) Improving auditory and verbal discrimination.
(3) Giving the oppotunity to verbalize spontaneously according to the subject’s motivation.

According to Myklebust, the clinical features suggested that the subject should suffer from

the disorder of auditory expressive language.
