Abstract

Insect fauna was investigated in University forest at Ikawa (N35°20', E138°12', ca.1000m
above sea level) of Tsukuba University and Nishiyama Daira (ca.750m above sea level) at
Ikawa, Shizuoka Prefecture in order to assess of species diversity in 2004 and 2003. Two
hundreds twenty four species belonging to 13 orders, Lepidoptera, Hymenoptera, Diptera,
Hemiptera, Plecoptera, Trichoptera, Phasmida, Mecoptera, Ephemeroptera, Neruroptera, and
Dermaptera, were collected by light trapping, netting, and pitfall trapping. Coleopteran species
found in two research fields were 91 species (40.6%) through 20 families including Scarabidae
and Cerambycidae. In Lepidoptera, 41 butterfly species (18.3%) were found. In Hemiptera and

Hymenoptera of each 11 families, 27 and 21 species were identified.
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
