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Criticism of S. Senga and S. Takahashi’ s Paper (2005), “A historical study on the spread of

The joint author paper written by A. Senga and S. Takahashi, “A historical study on the spread of
compulsory education and the special educational care/ consideration in the United States: focusing the
trends of the East after the mid-nineteenth” (Japanese Journal on History of Social Problems of Dis-
ability and Difficulty No. 40, 2005) assumed to present a new theory about the time and the bases of
formation of American public school special class . According to their insistence, not the end of the
19th century that is the commonly accepted theory of the formation of a special class but 1838, and its
formation factor is not the specialization from backwardness problem but is the result of special educa-
tional care/ consideration. In this paper, their idea, conceptualization, and actual proof were consid-
ered. This paper pointed out concretely about the flimsiness of a data basis, the gross mistake of the
historical method of the retrospective application of the idea of the model;n way of thinking, and the ar-
bitrari‘ne,ss and non-logicalness of the demonstration method in Senga and Takahashi’s paper, and their
‘new’ theory involved clearly serious problems of the fundamental procedures and lacked in the

method of the historical research of education of children with disabilities.
