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The establishment of city public special classes and its potentialities of innovation
of education in the turn of twentieth century America

The purpose of this paper is to investigate the intention and essence in the educational plan and
practice by the school officials, principals, and teachers, etc. for the remarkably deviated students in
respect of academic performance, discipline, and health in city public schools in the turn of twentieth
century America. It was ungraded classes that were started at the end of the nineteenth century. The
ungraded classes tended to become to be deviating student's dumping ground though these classes
aimed to return backward students to the regular classes by individual instruction of the few students,
and achieved a measure of success in returning to their former classes. The ungraded classes became to
differentiate into the classes of the “feeble-minded,” the blind, “crippled,” and the open air school,
but still the school officials and principals felt the necessity of ungraded classes, and these classes had
noticeable tendency toward dumping as before. Adoption of another name in place of “feeble-minded-
ness” was unsuccessful in solution of the stigma. The purpose of various special classes was basically
the social adjustment to “normal” society, and the opinion among parties concerned was not neces-
sarily agreed in the disability category such as “feeble-mindedness”. Moreover, a few of clinicians in
psychology and education had interest in students without distinct disabilities and difficult social ad-

Jjustment in order to help to adjust educationally and socially.
