The effects of personal characteristics of students without disabilities on their
reactance to help-seeking behavior of peers with partial sight

The purposes of the present study were to examine the effects of personal characteristics of students
without disabilities on their reactance to help-seeking behavior of peers with partial sight. After
showing profile of studens with partial sight, nondisabled college students (N = 280) answered a
questionnaire based on support of the mobility or reading and writing that asked about help-seeking
behaviors of students with partial sight. Factor analysis revealed 3 factors which are the support of
mobility, reading and writing. This was shown to be multidimensional support contents. Analysis
using ANOVA revealed that gender and contact with visually impaired people significantly influenced
the subscales of all. The female score of all subscales was higher than the male one. And students who
has some contact with visually impaired people were more favorable than other students on all
subscale score. On the other hand, occupations they hope significantly influenced the writing

subscales. Students who wanted to be a support staff were more favorable than other students on

writing subscale score.
