The purpose of this paper is to analyze the changes in the educational aims, objectives, contents, and
methods of “Ungraded Classes” in New York City public schools in the early twentieth century, and
the changes in assignment of children to such classes. These have been analyzed by E. Farrel with a
focus on educational practice. Since 1903, children belonging to special classes had been categorized
as the feeble-minded group, and Farrell sought to devise a curriculum that was not structured around
grades or subjects. Around 1910, about half the group of classes had become moron, learning to
coexist in a community had become the educational goal, and the curriculum in the classes took the

form of “an integrated curriculum not centered on grades and one focusing on life experiences.”
