The art of dealing with limited résources is required for making in depth analysis
of China’s international behavior. In the era of Maoist China, the US based scholars put
importance on interviewing with ex-cadres of the Chinese Communist Party who defect
from mainland China, while the Japanese China specialists developed the art of reading
official statements and newspaper to access thoughts of Chinese top leaders. Based on
those experiences, interviewing scholars and officials in China has become common
among specialists as a mean of testing credibility of written information since Dang's
china through present. Collaborative research is also common in understanding China’s
foreign and security policy since the era of Deng’s China, becausc it enables scholars (o
cover variety of aspects of China’s international behavior including its domestic political
process. Although the majority of the existing work in the foreign and security policy
field was designed little reference to methodological consideration, China scholars {ends
to create community to discuss and improve their skill to learn from limited resources in
the series of international conferences and workshops. Thus, to follow the discussion and
consensus among inner circle of China specialist is important for the students of China’s
foreign and security policy in building credible analysis based on limited sources.
