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We promoted in five major fields. First, we constructed a child/student
composition corpus. We analysed child/student composition with scientific evidence.Second, We
proceeded with a Japanese-language analysis of child/student compositions. We reserched on abstract

noun subject sentences, formal noun predicate sentences,children®s Usage of conjunctions,and so on.
Thirdly, we proceeded with the development of a composition-based dictionary and conducted a basic
research to provide a next generation dictionary.Fourth, we compared a child/student compositions
with the composition of Japanese learners.Fifth, we conducted a study to implement our research
results in society. We constructed a framework for "industry-academic-teaching" cooperation and
proceeded with a survey of dictionary usage in schools.
