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A fundamental study on analyzing requirements of universal accessible campus for stu
dents with disabilities

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In this report, fundamental information on requirements for constructing universal
accessible campus was clarified. Based on the assessment of the needs students with disabilities have and
the environment surrounding them, we have determined several kinds of reasonable accommodations. In addit
ion, we also searched and analyzed the structural barriers on the campus, then made improvement on it to f
igure out a barrier-free map, which was opened to the public. Furthermore, in order to sophisticate a supp
ort system and skills of concerning personnel, we analyzed characteristics of support tasks, especially on
information services for students with hearing impairment. The research revealed that the primary factor
affecting interpretation performance was the years of interpretation experience. In constructing getter ac
cessible campus for all students, we further have to clarify requirements and reasonable accommodations fo
r students with disabilities based on scientific researches.
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
